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Unit: Transportation 
Winnipeg Transit - Peggo Cards 

Objective 

 
Ps will practice identify what the new peggo cards are and how they are used. 
 

Materials 

 

 Large flashcards – pictures of buses 

 Flashcards of peggo card and fare box  

 Cash (money kit) 

 large flashcards of (obsolete) bus passes, tickets, superpass 

 Large flashcards of 7-11 and Shoppers Drug Mart 

 Story – How Do I Ride a bus in Winnipeg 
 

 

Step 1 Warm Up (10 minutes) 

 
Introducing the topic of taking the bus: 

 Show large flashcard of bus and ask Ps “What is this?”  

 Put the picture on the board with tape and write the word bus underneath. Say bus and 
have them repeat it.  

 Ask, “Do you take a bus?” point to different Ps and ask again, “Do you take a bus?” 

 Show large flashcards of bus passes, tickets, superpass – ask “What is this?” 

 Show large flashcards of peggo card – ask “What is this?” 

 Explain that today they learn about the peggo card. 
 

Step  2 Work out (20 minutes) 

 

 Put the large flashcard of the peggo card on the board or hold it up and have them 
repeat the word after you. 

 Write the word peggo on the board and have them repeat again. 

 Explain this is the new way to take the bus. 

 Put the large flashcards of bus passes, bus tickets, ad superpass on the board or 
hold them up and say “Bus pass – is finished. Now we use peggo card” Use body 
language to represent the bus pass gone. 

 Repeat this with the bus tickets and the superpass. 

 Show cash (money kit) and explain we can use money too. Hold up the peggo card 
and the money to show we can use these two to ride the bus.  

 Count out the correct amount of money for a senior’s fare and repeat the amount. Show 
the coins to demonstrate. 

 Hand out the story, “How do I take the bus in Winnipeg?” Read it together. 

 Point out there is no bus tickets, bus pass etc. in the story. Repeat again how they are 
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  gone – peggo cards or cash are what we must buy now. 

 Show them the large Flashcards of 7-11 and Shoppers Drug Mart Tell them you can 
buy peggo cards at many places but here are two examples – 7-11 and Shoppers Drug 
Mart. 
 

Step 3 Cool Down (5 minutes) 

 
What did they learn? 
 

 Hold up the picture of the bus. What is it? 

 Hold up the large flashcard of the peggo card. What is it? Ask is it to ride the bus. 

 Hold up the cash amount for a senior’s fare. Do they know the amount?  

 Show the large flashcards of the bus pass, superpass and the bus tickets – ask the Ps 
about these – see if they can say or demonstrate – gone!
